Gary told many stories about his 

deployment to Clark Air Force Base, just outside of Manilla, in 

the Philippine Islands.  There he worked as an Administrative 

Clerk.  In 1958, Gary was released from active duty, returning 

home to McClure.  But, according to the Selective Service Law of 

that time, he was transferred to the Air Force Reserve, and 

assigned to the Ineligible Reserve Section for another four years.  

Gary received an Honorable Discharge from the Air Force in 

1962.  

Upon returning home in 1958, Gary began working as the 

store manager of Pheasants Building Supply in McClure.  From 

there, he went to work at the Viscose in Lewistown, where he met 

his loving wife Helen.  After they got married, Gary worked in 

purchasing for a construction company in Selinsgrove.  Finally, 

he was hired at Hallmark Industries in McClure as the purchasing 

agent; becoming the Plant Manager until he retired in 1994 at age 

58.  Gary remained active in the First United Methodist Church in 

McClure, and the community.  He was always willing to help 

others in any way he could.  Gary and Helen enjoyed their 

“Golden Years” traveling and spending time with family and 

friends, until Helen’s passing in 2017.  He joined his wife soon 

after in 2018.
